ANALOGIES 

Analogies require you to see relationships between words and concepts.  These relationships may span from the very simple to the very complex, often requiring you to formulate precise relationships between two word groups that are very different.  

In order to solve analogy puzzles, you must consider how the first two items relate to each other and then complete the second set of words by finding a word that relates in the same way.  Say: _____is related to ______in the same way  that _______is related to ________.”  Example: Fact is related to real in the same way that fiction is related to pretend.
