


LETTERS TO AUTHORS
Writing Requirements

· Follow the business letter format

· The first paragraph tells the author what you have read so far in the novel.  (You demonstrate an in-depth understanding of the passage.

· The second paragraph addresses questions, connections, parts that puzzled you, something you found surprising etc.  (You must relate prior knowledge in a relevant manner and provide evidence of mini-lessons here.)

· The third or closing paragraph concludes and comments positively or negatively about the book. (This paragraph should also include comments from the mini-lessons on author’s style or voice-diction, syntax, format of the reading, and any significant techniques used to bring the story to life.)

· Presentation:  The writing must look like you truly treasure writing and someone can easily read your entry.
